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Each paper presented shall be commented on by a discussant. For our conclusions the chairs are asked to summarise the results of each session. We suggest to use the following guiding questions to organise both the discussion and the summary of the conclusions.

Both - discussants and chairs – are therefore asked to make use of the following form.

	In which respect does the approach raise innovative questions about the European Public Sphere?  

· It is about the diversity and similarity of negative interpretations and storytelling about Europe from the backround of different national reference systems.



	Why was this perspective chosen?

· Euroscepticism are widely regarded as a ‘problem’, which must be solved. Therefore eurosceptic views on Europe and their virtue system are ignored. Therefore the aim is to ‘see Europe’ from the standpoint of eurosceptics and to search for a common interpretation of them.



	Which methods (and case-selections) are being used – may be used additionally / alternatively?

· Hermeneutic search for meaning by the comparison of posters, programms, selfdescribtions of Swiss and Norwegian eurosceptics.



	To which new findings about the European Public Sphere does the approach lead?

· Findings about the range of diversity and common core values of anti-integrational movements.
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
